Each of the sublinks with in the categories above will relate to 
business products that are specifically geared towards the user's 
industry, depending, of course, on the path that is chosen... some 
information may be relevant across the board... the copy will have  
hyperlinked text throughout the pages for any user that needs a 
more general definition of the product selected... this will take the 
user into the products and services section of the website...

There are 6 diagrams that represent certain facets of the products 
listed above that will need to be redrawn and possibly animated if 
necessary... we are anticipating more illustrations to reflect the 
offering of new single products or bundled solutions...

Brief explanation of the Dynamic Page 
Control Panel Function...

What this function will do is allow the user the 
ability to modify existing pages, create new 
pages, delete or archive old pages, and add the 
latest headlines to the "What's New"  scrolling 
banner... the user will also be able to make 
changes in-house at their convenience to their 
frequently needed changing areas... here's how 
it works...

1. The user is provided an unlinked URL .

2. An alert window will pop up and prompt the 
user to enter a name and password.

3. Once the password information has been 
entered correctly, the user will then see a list of 
options for entering or modifying data on their 
web site. (ie Enter New News Release, Modify 
Existing News Release, Archive Existing News 
Release, Modify What's New Scroll bar etc...)

4. If the user chooses "Enter New News 
Release", the user will then be prompted to the 
enter the following information...

a. Enter document name and date.

b	A Headline (at which point the user has 
the ability to add the headline to the 
"What's New Scrolling Banner".

c.	A subhead.... (if necessary).

d. Then the user inputs the html text and 
graphic (MS Word documents have an 
HTML save as function. As for the graphic, 
we may have to limit it to just one for now 
with the alignment being in the top left or 
top right of the document.. there will also 
be a button for hyperlinking text as well. 
The user highlights the text they want to 
link and then clicks the hyperlink button, 
upon which a small window will pop up 
promoting them to enter a URL or 
document name (if linked to an internal 
dynamic file)...

5. For modifying existing documents, the user 
clicks on the appropriate link and proceeds to 
find the correct file... upon finding the file, the 
user then clicks that file's hyperlink which opens 
the News Release control panel with the 
editable headline, the subhead and text 
document sections in tact... it is here that the 
user makes any modifications to the document 
or archives it for future access...
